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Study on the Presentation and Instruction of Word Formation in the New PEP Grade 8 English Textbook

— Taking Derivation and Compounding as Examples

Abstract: Vocabulary teaching is a core part of junior high school English teaching. In this process, word formation acts as a key
strategy for learning vocabulary efficiently, and it’s important for boosting their ability to use the language in practice. This paper takes
the new PEP Grade 8 English textbook (2024 Edition) as its research subject and focuses on two core types of word formation —
derivation and compounding. It adopts the methods of literature research, text analysis and comparative analysis to systematically sort
out the presented content, carriers, arrangement order and features of these two word-formation methods in the textbook. It also finds
out the regular patterns of the arrangement and the existing shortcomings through a detailed unit-by-unit analysis, and then puts
forward targeted teaching suggestions based on educational theories like constructivism and second language acquisition theory.
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
